DAY 1:  Arrival in Malta. Private transfer to Osborne 
Hotel Boutique hotel in Valletta. Overnight at the 
hotel. 
 
 
DAY 2:  Malta under the Stars [4 Hours Night Tour] – 
Not Private 

Drive around the fortifications of Valletta, which are 
beautifully lit at night, and stop at the Valletta 
Waterfront in Grand Harbour. Built during the time of 
Grand Master Pinto, this area comes alive at night, 
attracting Maltese and tourists alike to its many bars and restaurants. Some free time will be given. 

 
Discover Rabat in the centre of the island and walk along its narrow winding streets before reaching 
Mdina, Malta’s Silent old Capital City – at night a mysterious 
city which looks so different from what it looks like during the 
day. A city of palaces and churches, once only inhabited by 
noblemen, its history goes back to the times of the 
Phoenicians, the Romans, the Normans, and the Knights of St 
John. From the ramparts of Mdina you will be able to see 
practically half the island sparkling in front of you. 
 
 
DAY 3: Harbour Cruise and Shopping in Sliema [4 hours 
afternoon] - Not Private 
 
On this boat trip you will discover the beauty of Valletta’s two 
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natural harbours – Marsamxett and the Grand Harbour – which 
have played a vital role in Malta’s history. Seen from the sea, 
Valletta appears in all its grandeur, providing photographers 
with the best opportunity for original pictures.  
 
After the cruise you will have time to stroll along Sliema’s main 
shopping area, where you can also relax in one of the many 
cafés. Return transfer from Sliema at 18.00hrs. 
 
 
DAY 4: Valletta Street Food & Culture Walking [3 hours] - Not 
Private. 
 
Malta’s cuisine and history are two sides of the same coin as they 
both reflect the country’s rich past. This walking tour combines 
culture with street food, a fun way to learn about the city’s 
interesting history whilst sampling authentic Maltese food. You 
will make stops to sample local drinks, savouries and sweets and 
your guide will also give you tips on other typical food you can 
sample whilst in Malta. 
 
DAY 5: Day At Leisure
